November CCI meeting was held at The Tavern on 50" Street in West Des Moines. My wife Marsha has not
had much time for any interest in the Corvette or the Corvette meetings but | talked her into it by reminding
her that The Tavern has the best Grinder in the world. We headed West on 1-35/80 from 2™ Ave. Some guy
in a huge 4 door, 4 wheel drive Chevy pickup, raised so high he would need a ladder to get into it, was going
from lane to lane at very fast speeds and braking and speeding up. He was a real macho man and his pickup
was just an extension to his penis since he probably doesn’t have one. I was driving 70 with the cruise on and
staying with the traffic with no problems in my lane. We got to about where Cutty’s is and all of a sudden
here the dickless idiot came right into our lane from the left without seeing us. 1 hit the brakes and turned to
the right just to spin out of control for about 4 or 5 full donuts. Right away | noticed we were heading straight
towards Cutty’s so I cranked the wheel to the left and did 4 or 5 more full donuts and finally came to a
complete stop right smack in the middle of 4 lanes.

BrakeSen| sues

Although tremendous improvement was made in Corvette brake systems as the car transitioned through the
second generation and into the third, they were often criticized for not being quite up to the task. Simply put,
the energy of a speeding Corvette can’t be eliminated, it can only be converted to heat energy as the car is
brought to a stop. Once created, this heat energy must be dissipated, putting stress on everything from the
brake fluid to the pads and rotors. As the C3 Corvettes have aged, this process has taken a toll on these
braking systems, resulting in a variety of problems that confront their owners.

Many possible circumstances can lead to unexplained malfunctions in C3 brake systems — calipers can go
bad and stick, the master cylinder could be the culprit or even the brake hoses. Although it is quite rare, they
can disintegrate from the inside causing the fluid to be blocked from going back to the master cylinder.
Definitely consider replacing them as this is really just a maintenance item and pretty cheap insurance
against a failure. Just about any hoses of a brand name supplier will be fine (although not correct from an
"originality" perspective, no current hoses are). Hoses are DOT items, so government regulations (and
product liability insurers) pretty much ensure quality for these parts.

If the hoses aren't the problem, then the suspect might be a master cylinder problem. They are easily
rebuildable provided that the bore of the cylinder is in perfect condition. Master cylinder rebuild is pretty
straight forward if you have mechanical talents. The down side is that older master cylinders could very
likely be pitted and will not seal. As an alternative new reproduction master cylinders are pretty reasonable
and will have the correct stamps and casting #'s. You can also opt to send yours to a rebuilder and have it
sleeved. Certain shops that specialize in master cylinder restorations will sleeve it for you in brass while
others prefer to use stainless steel. Name your own poison there... either will probably outlive you.

Another issue that often vexes C3 owners is the brake warning light. The brake warning light serves a dual
function. It lets you know if the parking brake is applied and it also lets you know if there is a pressure
imbalance between the front and rear brake hydraulic systems, possibly indicating a failure of one or the
other. The first thing that you need to do is to check to see if the parking brake warning function is the
culprit here. A bad switch could be the problem. The switch is located under the parking brake console. It's
GM-discontinued, but after market reproductions are available if you need one.

The brake distribution block and pressure differential warning switch could also be the culprit. It’s a rather
simple device... within it is a piston which is normally centered. Either end of the piston is exposed to the
hydraulic pressure in each of the braking systems and equal pressure causes the piston to remain centered. If
a pressure imbalance occurs, then the piston moves off-center, in the direction of the lower pressure. The
center of the piston has a "groove" in it which locates the end of a toggle-like switch. If the piston moves in
either direction, then the toggle switch deflects. This causes the brake warning light to illuminate.

You can remove the switch from the brake distribution block by turning out the hex fitting. However, if a
problem exists with the assembly, it usually involves the switch component. Unfortunately no way exists to
repair this switch and no source for replacements of the switch itself is available either. So, if the switch is
bad, which is usually the problem, you'll most likely be unable to repair or replace it. However, you may be
able to salvage one of these switches from some other non-Corvette application and use it to repair your
block.
